Jack Dustman Remembered

On May 17, 2006, Goodwill Industries Foundation Chair Tom King and 
Goodwill Industries President Jim McClelland informed Jack Dustman that the 
Jack Dustman Society had been created to pay tribute to his “extraordinary 

personal support and advocacy of Goodwill Industries.”  
Sadly and unexpectedly, Jack died about a month later while 
in California with his wife, Betsy.

Jack’s relationship with Goodwill began in 1968. He served 
in many di�erent capacities and chaired both the Goodwill 
Industries board (1977–1980) and the Goodwill Industries 
Foundation board (1986–96). He also headed the national 
Goodwill board in 1979–80. According to Jim McClelland, 
“Goodwill was fortunate to have had the bene�t of Jack 
Dustman’s intellect, energy and wisdom for nearly 40 years. 

His legacy will last a very long time here, but we will miss him tremendously.”

As a �tting tribute to a man who spent time and energy in many ways and for many 
years to help build Goodwill, those registering planned gi�s of $50,000 or more 
with the foundation will belong to the new Jack Dustman Society, a special donors’ 
circle, and enjoy the following bene�ts:
