Since its founding in Indianapolis in 1930, Goodwill Industries in central Indiana has evolved into
asizeable (more than 2,000 employees) community resource that strives to deploy and leverage
its resources with those of others to help solve signi cant social and workforce-related problems.

During 2007, we will add several more retail stores, greatly increase our online retail sales, double
the capacity of our high schools and increase the rate of growth of our sta ng company and
commercial services operations. That s a partial list, and work on much of it is already in progress.
